Earned Credits 
A student’s earned ‘credits’ for a particular semester are NOT calculated on 
credits actually ‘earned’ during a semester. Rather, the credits are based on the 
credit value for the course the student was enrolled in, and the achieved marks, 
for that particular semester. The formula to determine earned credits is as 
follows: 
 
Earned Credits = Sum (credit value of courses, associated with the specified 
Reporting Date from the Advance Setup screen, for which the student has a 
passing mark) 
 
Example 
The school in the example has year, semester, and term courses set up. The end 
date for the semester is 12/17/04. The school has a normal GPA reporting date 
for the end of the semester for GPA normal purposes, outside Athletic Eligibility. 
The school has the following setup in GPA reporting dates specifically for Athletic 
Eligibility. The 12/18 date is used by the school on the Advanced Setup screen 
for the Reporting Date field for Semester 1. The reporting date includes the 
semester mark for the year-long course, the final mark for the semester-long 
course, and the final marks from both the first and second term nine-week-long 
course. 
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The student in the example is enrolled in four year long classes, one semester 
course and a pair of nine week courses, one in each of the nine weeks for the 
semester. 
 
The student’s schedule follows

In order to evaluate the number of ‘credits’ earned the system calculates the 
number of credits associated with the courses above, from Course Maintenance, 
and the marks from the Semester Mark column. The system uses the courses 
and reporting dates that are specified in the Reporting Date drop down, for a 
given semester, on the new Advanced Setup screen. 
 
In this example the student receives credit for all courses except for 40000, 
World History (because of the failing mark), and would be counted for four credits 
for Athletic Eligibility. 
 

Appendix B - Formula Definition for Attendance 
Percentage for Advanced Athletic Eligibility 
 
Attendance Percentage 
The system calculates a student’s attendance percentage based on his/her daily 
attendance at the school. Attendance Percentage is only based on attendance 
taken at the school calculating eligibility. In addition, if a student withdraws from 
the school and then returns, the days in withdrawal do not count towards the 
students days registered. The formula to determine actual attendance is as 
follows: 
 
Attendance Percentage= [(days registered for semester- daily absences for 
semester)/registered days in semester]*100. 
 
‘Days Registered’ can be defined as the number of days a student has been 
registered during the time period in question. Generally, it will be from the 
beginning of semester 1 (beginning of the school year) or from the beginning of 
semester 2 (usually in early January) through the Reporting Date field on the 
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Advanced Setup screen. If a student’s registration date falls after the first day of 
the semester, as listed on the School Schedule screen, then the registration date 
will be used instead of the first day of the semester. 
 
For the examples below, consider the following school schedule: 
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Example 1: Student registration date is the same as on the School  
Schedule 
Student 12345, Mary James was registered on 8/09/04, which is the first day of 
school, as based on the school schedule. During the first semester, she was 
absent 8 times out of a possible 88 days (school days between 8/9/04 and 
12/17/2004). When calculating eligibility on the Advanced Setup screen for the 
first semester Mary’s attendance percentage would be based on the following: 
 
[(88-8)/88]*100= 90.90= 91 
 
Example 2 
Student 67890, Thomas Smith was registered on 9/2/04. During the first 
semester, he was absent 15 times out of a possible 72 days (system subtracted 
school days between 8/9/04 and 9/1/04, or school days between 9/1/04 and 
12/17/04). When calculating eligibility on the Advanced Setup screen for the first 
semester Thomas’s attendance percentage would be based on the following: 
 
[(72-15)/72]*100= 79.167= 79 
 
Example 3 
Student 87654, John Wilson was registered on 8/9/04. He then withdrew on 
9/2/04 and was re-registered on 9/20/04. During the first semester, he was 
absent 9 times out of a possible 74 days (system subtracted school days 
between 9/2/04 and 9/20/04, while student was withdrawn). When calculating 
eligibility on the Advanced Setup screen for the first semester John’s attendance 
percentage would be based on the following: 
 
[(74-9)/74]*100= 87.83= 88
